¢ Fish Face planning application - Fish Face on Tamworth Road made an application for an
extension to opening hours, and Cllr Smith contacted the planning department to express his
concerns. The application was refused by the planning department, and the decision has now
been appealed by the owners.

¢ Diversion of footpath - the Lichfield and Hatherton Canals g
Restoration Trust has submitted a planning application to
divert the footpath from Longbridge Road to Tamworth Road
(behind Fish Face), in order to facilitate the installation of a
lift bridge over the canal (planned for September). When _
installed, the bridge will be in the lowered position except g
when boats are passing through.

¢ Cricket Lane development - There have been numerous
problems with dust , delivery times etc for the new
Persimmon estate development. Councillors are continuing
to work together, attempting to find solutions that will be
satisfactory to the residents
